Whilst reading the last issue of The Brighthelmstone Deacon and in particular the article on
Masonic Symbolism in the first degree ,i realised that, in my instructions, | often explain the
deprivation of metals for as candidate with the following examples:

1. To remind him of the poverty of others and to ensure that he carries no weapon

2.To remind him that his personal status is dependent on his character and not his material
wealth

3.In medieval times people believed that the spirit of the deceased would come back and
haunt them but also that metal would bare its path and that is why they threw a piece of old
metal (often in the form of and old horseshoe) onto the coffin before the grave was closed.
From that we know today that a horseshoe spells good luck. In the same way, because an initi-
ation is meant to be a spiritual experience, no metals should be carried that may interfere with
that spiritual influence.

According to W.L.Wilmhurst :

In Fact,part of the purpose of all initiation was,and still is,to educate the mind in penetrating the
outward shell of all phenomena,and the value of Initiation depends upon the way in which the
inward truths are allowed to influence our thought and lives and to awaken in us still deeper
powers of consciousness.......

........ the neophyte Mason who aspires to Mastership.He will become conscious of an increase of
perceptive faculty and understanding;he will become aware of having tapped a previously un-
suspected source of power,giving him enhanced mental strength and self confidence;there will
become observable in him developing graces of character,speech and conduct that were previ-
oudly foreign to him.

Even those esoteric societies which are comparatively open rarely reveal the details of their Ini-
tiation ceremonies. The widow of the founder of the Rosicrucian Fellowship gives another rea-
son why this should be so :
......................... his consciousnessislifted to the level required for the Initiation which he is be-
ing given.Thisis the reason why the secrets of true Initiation cannot be revealed.

It is ot an outward ceremonial but an inward experience.this description is the nearest to
what Initiation really is that can possibly be given to one who has not experienced it him-
self. Thereis no secret about the pictures in the sense that one would not tell it,but they are secret
because no earthly words are coined which could adequately describe such a spiritual experi-
ence.

Masonic initiation is a virtual one: man receives the tools and is taught about their use, but it is
up to himto work hisinner.

Q.2 : What wasthe original printed code of lawsin English Masonry .?
A2 : The congtitutions of 1723 compiled by James Anderson. This was followed by are-
vised edition in 1738. : Further information below

In 1723 Brother James Anderson® Constitutions of the Freemasons appeared. It was pur-
ported to have been compiled from old Manuscripts and Records, many of which have
doubtless been lost. Brother R.F. Gould calls attention to "three striking innovations' in the
1723 Congtitutions, to-wit: "It discards Christianity as the (only) religion of masonry, for-
bids the working of the Master®part in private lodges, and arbitrarily imposes on the En-
glish craft the use of two compound words, Entered Apprentice and Fellow Craft, which had
no previous existence in itsterminology." Brother Gould believed that at the formation of
the grand lodge in 1717 it inherited from the time immemorial Masons only two degrees,
and that the fellow Craft and Master Mason were one.

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ROYAL AND SELECT MASTERS
by Guest Writer W.Bro.

If you are amember of The Royal arch and Mark you may consider that you have compl eted
the story of Hiram Abif and the Solomonic legend on which Craft freemasonry is based
upon,however you would be wrong !

The Masonic story of King Solomon® Temple is a symbolic illustration of incidents con-
nected with a certain secret deposited in a place which it was hoped would ensure its preserva-
tion from a prophesised catastrophe.

When the prophecy materialised the secret was lost for along time but afterwards recovered
.In the Solomonic degrees the loss is exemplified in the third degree,the steps taken to preserve
it are demonstrated in the “Cryptic” degrees while its recovery is explained in the Royal Arch.

The“Cryptic” degrees are based on various Jewish Legends.In one such,it is stated that while
the building of the temple was in its early stages,King Solomon,realising the danger of attack
by heathen powers,determined to take steps to safeguard the more important Temple trea-
sures. To this end he ordered the construction of a vault into which the treasures could be re-
moved from the Sanctuary.A subterranean passage from the Kings palace to a spot beneath the
sanctuary was made.It was supported by nine arches and ended in a chamber or vault. Those
who worked on the tunnel and vault were sworn to secrecy.

After the death of Hiram Abif,certain treasures,together with a copy of the word and the key
to its pronunciation were placed in a vault.this operation was carried out in the utmost se-
crecy,known only to a very limited number of persons.as a consequence knowledge of the
vault faded and became,in time no more than a vague legend.and of course in the Royal arch
we learn of the recovery of the word.

Those who realising that the Solomonic degrees are important links in allegorical search for
the lost word,will see that these degree,perhaps,should be studied in chronological order.

SAINT JOHN THE EVANGELIST

In the last issue we reviewed S John The Baptist. The following
articleis about Freemasonrys other adopted Saint.& John The
Evangelist.

We know John the Evangelist from his writings, one Gospel and
three letters. His message is that to know and love God is to obey
Hislaw, that the essential mark of grace is brotherly love, and that
theideal lifeisto live in acommunity or fellowship with others of
like mind and spirit. In short, God islove, and he who dwellsin
love, dwellsin God, and God in him.

The assignment of the feast of St. John the Evangelist on the win-
ter solstice is also symbolically interesting since that day has the
least amount of sunlight, but is followed by increasingly longer
days of light. The date represents a rebirth, seasonal and personal, following long darkness.
Since the goal of Freemasonry isto make good men better, itstwo great patrons are, appro-
priately, the Holy Saints John, but it is also intriguing that the Fraternity selected them as
adopted Saints rather than St. Thomas, who is generally considered the patron saint of archi-
tects and builders.

The date of December 27, about the time of the winter solstice, was set to honor St. John the
Evangelist. Exactly how these dates were selected—by the church, stonemasons guilds, or
other—is not known, nor, of course, was either Saint a Freemason.

Convocation of Supreme Grand Chapter - Changes

On the front of the Paper of Business for Supreme Grand Chapter at Great Queen Street on 9
November 2005, there was a paragraph which is of interest to all Companions of the Order. (I
have shown the change in bold type below. Unfortunately, not enough advance publicity had
been given in time for many Companions to take advantage of the changes, IMHO.

"Companions eligible to attend the Supreme Grand Chapter are Grand Officers (present and
past) and First, Second and Third Principals and Past First Principals (if qualified under
Royal Arch Regulation 5) of every Chapter under the English Constitution.

Other Companionswho are not Installed Principals, but are subscribing member s of
Chaptersunder the Grand Chapter may attend but are not €eligible to speak or to vote.

This has come about as aresult of the change whereby the Royal Arch was made separate
from, but complimentary to, the Craft in November 2004.

How it worksin practice is that Companions (in bold above) are directed to the balcony seats
overlooking the Grand Temple - which in my opinion are the best viewing points.

refer to the five points of fellowship.

TED MITTEN : My Friend and Brother

deceased 18th August 2005 Aged 73 years by W.Bro Ron Cuff

The following Eulogy was presented to the congregation at Teds Funeral by W.Bro Ron Cuff.

It isaprivilege to be asked to say something about
Ted,particularly as a Mason.We celebrate twenty nine
years of hislife as abrother, having been initiated into
Brighthelmstone Lodge No 8042 in 1976.

Ted wasinstalled as Master of of Brighthelmstone Lodge
in 1985 and unusually installed four succeeding mas-
ters.His involvement was such that he held or stood in all
officesin hislodge with the exception of Organist and
Charity Steward.Notably he was secretary for nine years
and Almoner for the last three and was always available
to help anyone out.

As Almoner Ted visited sick membersto check on their
situation and how their respective families were cop-
ing.He kept in touch with the lodge widows and made
sure that they could attend the Christmas Lunch and Sum-
mer Outing if they wished to do so.

| personally got to know Ted in 1986 and we became
part of afoursome visiting each others respective lodges on aregular basis. Ted even joined
my lodge (St Cecilia Lodge no 1636) for three years and to become our Secretary at atime
when we were experiencing difficulties finding a member for the position.

In 1979 Ted was Advanced into Hova Mark Lodge and became its Worshipful Master in
1988.Ted held many officesin this lodge and was currently both Treasurer and Assistant direc-
tor of Ceremonies.In 2005 i was privileged to see him appointed to Provincial Grand Rank as
Senior Grand Warden,a promotion that he was really “chuffed” to accept.

In 1986 Ted joined Royal Connaught Lodge (Royal Ark Mariners) and Regency Chapter
(Royal Arch) inwhich he was Assistant Scribe for Five Y ears.

“Trouble Shooter “ for the Provincial Grand Almoner - Well thats what Ted called it when he
was asked to interview claimants.

This history illustrates that Ted left his mark on Freemasonry in general and was areal exam-
ple of the kindness,caring and brotherly love which ought to be the distinguishing characteris-
tic of a Freemasons heart.This level of involvement in the Masonic movement had Magarets
support and i trust that she will carry long memories of the social activities that she attended
with Ted over the years 2.
